1. COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course presents fundamental color phenomena concepts as they contribute to visual perception and human behavior. In seeking familiarity with these concepts and characteristics, the course progresses from theoretical to practical experimental issues stated in the form of projects.  The course begins with primary issues concerning the experience of color, exploring concepts of color effects and characteristics, as well as basic attributes, color contrasts and harmonies. Finally, we deal with concepts about color response.
2.  OBJECTIVES 

a. GENERAL

This course examines the use of color and how we interpret it in everyday life and in different fields of knowledge.   Students are required to study the use of color in architecture, art, interior design, marketing, cinema and industrial design.  
b. SPECIFIC 

· Gain knowledge about the use of color as symbol in design.
· Examine the work of different 19th and 20th century artists and their use of color.
· Study of color using hands-on approach using different techniques:  watercolor, gauche, colored paper and sculpture.
