1. COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course presents fundamental color phenomena concepts as they contribute to visual perception and human behavior.   In seeking familiarity with these concepts the course progresses from theoretical to practical experimental issues stated in the form of projects.  The course begins with primary issues concerning the experience of color, exploring concepts of color effects and characteristics, as well as basic attributes, color contrasts and harmonies. Finally we deal with concepts about color response.
2. OBJECTIVES
2.1. GENERAL
At the end of this course students will be capable of interpreting on a systematic, coherent and reasonable basis their and other’s feelings and decisions about color, as well as to develop reasoned appropriate color proposals.   
2.2. SPECIFIC
To recognize the multiple, personal and social layers that build up our psychological and physiological behavior in reference to color.
To identify fundamental physical attributes and characteristics of color phenomenon.
To develop reasoning and sensibility in relation to color harmony.

Proper reading material will be assigned together with experimental projects that will be undertaken individually or in team work depending on the case.   These experimental projects posit theory recapitulation and actualization in a creative, exploratory bias. When needed, the early stages of projects take place in the classroom.

Projects face students with problem solving cases based on concepts presented in each topic.
6. CLASSROOM POLICIES
Students must be in the classroom on time; entering during the first five minutes is considered a late entrance, entering after the first five minutes is considered an absence.
Leaving the classroom before the class session is over is considered as an anticipated departure.

Students must avoid the use of cellular phones into the classroom.

Students have to read the assignments for each session.
