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1. COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course will make students aware of the importance of intercultural communication for world peace and how through the industry of Education natural bridges can be built.  
Examining issues in intercultural communicative strategies as applied in different educational situations: international education, cultural and service-learning exchange programs, cross-cultural training, bilingual-bicultural education and schooling.  Case studies: In this course students develop their own questionnaires and observation sheets and interview peers who are currently going through intercultural interactions. At the end of the course students present their focus and findings and submit an article for publication.   
2.  OBJECTIVES 

a. GENERAL
Students will become aware of the importance of intercultural communication for world peace and how through the industry of Education natural bridges can be built.  
b.  SPECIFIC 

Students will examine the general principles of bilingual-bicultural education and its advantages in an ever shrinking world and the opportunities it affords students. 

Students will discuss the challenges of educational programs across cultures. Also, the course will discuss, compare, and contrast different educational systems available in different countries –k-12, college and graduate studies, year/semester abroad, internships, community service, etc.  

Students will observe and interview international students discussing different cultural issues, such as culture shock, adaptability, reverse culture shock, issues with host families, etc.  

Students will read specialized materials and will produce an essay on a specific topic deriving from the readings and field observations.  For example, observations on family values, work ethics, activities in the classroom (the hands-on classroom versus the traditional magister classroom).
