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1. COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course covers the major points of political science. Students will be expected to master the material in the textbook and before attending class and then to discuss it orally in class. There will be few lectures as such expected when necessary on specific points.

Students would study the assigned chapters and make a presentation on the current chapter from the book.  They also would have to turn in two full typed sheets outline about their presentations.  Students who do not show up for their presentations would not get any credit for assignments and class participation.  Only those who present a reasonable excuse would be reconsidering with a possible 30% reduction on the note.  Class participation is a plus.   


2.  OBJECTIVE
a.GENERAL 

This course is designed for undergraduate students planning to major in political science other liberal students, and students from other schools in the University. The major objective of the course is to present an eclectic approach of the whole filed of political science. This why the course will examiner a wide range of topics ranging from theories (classical and modern) to ideological and institutional foundations upon which contemporary governments and political systems are based.   
b.SPECIFIC 
More specifically, we will be discussing in some depth fundamental political ideologies with current illustrations of the functions process and experiences among diverse other political systems. One of the best ways to examine the working of politics is through comparative study. Therefore, the subject matter will take us through the major form of political ideologies:  democracy, liberalism, conservatism, communism, racism, nationalism, third world ideologies and the totalitarian right.
